Former Take Two Executive Convicted
Bad news came down last week as not only did the Take Two announce that Grand Theft Auto 4 would be delayed until next year, but a former executive was convicted for his work in stock-option backdating.  Former CEO Ryan Brant, who plead guilty for his role in giving himself and other top employees stock options and falsifying records while at Take-Two.  His punishment was 6 months probation and a $7.3 million fine.  Ryan Brant is not the last to be convicted as former General Counsel Kenneth Selterman and ex-Chief Accounting Officer Patti Tay waiting for conviction as they also have pleaded guilty to the charge.

US Government Cracks Down on Game Piracy
This past week, US Immigration and Customs enforced 32 federal searches in 16 different states over video game system mod chips this past week.  The raids were the largest ever done by ICE and much of the items that were taken were counterfeit games, mod chips, and other items that are supposedly used to circumvent copywrite.  According to the US Chambers of Commerce, Companies in the US have lost 200 to 250 billion dollars each year to piracy and copywrite.  The Electronic Software Association commented that the game industry loses up to $3 billion in sales due to piracy and copywrite.  Nintendo applauds the announcement of the raids stating that they have worked closely with the government in hopes to stop illegal activity.
