Larry Probst Steps Down as EA's CEO
On April 1st, there will be a new CEO at Electronic Arts as Larry Probst who became the CEO of EA in 1991 will be stepping down with John Riccitiello becoming EA's new CEO.  Riccitiello, who used to work in the company from 1997 to 2004, left the company to start as President and COO of Elevation Partners LLC, a venture capital firm.  Larry Probst will now become the executive chairman of the board of directors for EA. 

Konami Slots Removed for Subliminal Messages
Early this past week 87 of Konami's slot machines were removed by the Ontario provincial gambling operator over the subliminal messages given by the machine.  The slot machines were seen to give a picture of Jackpot for a split second making players spend more money.  Konami says the problem is a software glitch and will be fixed shortly.
