Lik-Sang closes due to Sony Europe
Sony’s European lawyers sued Hong Kong based Lik-Sang two weeks ago over copywrite infringement and how the company was selling Japanese PSP’s to the UK market.  Lik-Sang did not come to trial and subsequently lost the case and now found it illegal to sell the PSP’s in the UK.  Well, last week, Lik-Sang announced that it was now closing it’s doors for good after the constant legal battles with Sony.  Sony commented denied that they were the reason for the closure and that they sued to keep consumers safe from the PSP’s while Lik-Sang responded that all systems were sold with Sony brand power converters and met UK standards of safety.  Lik-Sang final word was a list of Sony European executives who bought the PSP’s from the company before its release in UK last year. Lik-Sang will also be refunding all purchases from its customers.

Jack Thompson gets in trouble, again.

Earnings Reports for Game Makers
Well, reports for Nintendo, Sony, and Microsoft came out this week about profits. Some good, some bad.  Here’s what news you’d be interested in hearing.

· Sony announced profits have plunged 94% this past week with a $14 million gain over a $240 million profit gained last year. Many blame bad batteries sold to laptop makers from Sony, a drop in sales for the PS2 and PSP, and marketing costs for the PS3. Sony also commented on poor movie sales as a factor.
· Nintendo made over $450 million in the last 6 months with almost 11 million DS units sold and having both New Super Mario Bros. selling 6.76 million units and Brain Age selling 4.59 million units.
· Microsoft announced huge sales in Australia this week saying that it has sold over 100,000 systems in 7 months and over 400,000 games in the same time span.

Ubisoft adds a studio in Mexico
Ubisoft announced that it will start a game studio in Mexico in hopes to capture more game interest in the land south of the border. Ubisoft believes that the Mexican game market is stabilizing and that it shows signs of growth for the company.
