Microsoft Picks Up Lionhead Studio
Many rumors started about why Peter Molyneux, creator of the Black & White series, Fable, and The Movies titles, canceled his talk at the Game Developers Conference.  Well, rumors were answered when it was learned this week in a press release that Microsoft had purchased Lionhead Studios, Peter Molyneux company.  Lionhead Studio will now join Bungie, Ensemble Studios, FASA and Rare as part of the Microsoft Studios.  Rumors now speculate a new Fable game will be announced at E3.  We’ll be there when it happens next month.

Sony PS3 won’t be 500 to 600 euros 

Sony had to retract a comment by the Sony Computer Entertainment France boss Georges Fornay in which he claimed that the PS3 would be worth 500 to 600 euros.  Georges was being interviewed by French radio station about the price of the PS3 when he commented that the system would be comparable to the price of other Blu-Ray players who are said to be 500 to 600 euros.  Though this comment was retracted to stop rumors about the PS3 price point, it has created even more rumors about it’s final price.
Michigan Violent Game Law is dismissed
Last Tuesday, Michigan violent video game law was said to be unconstitutional.  The law, which was suppose to start December of last year, was placed on hold as the Entertainment Software Association, Video Software Dealers Association and the Michigan Retailers Association challenged the law.  U.S. District Judge George Caram Steeh said "The research conducted by the State has failed to prove that video games have ever caused anyone to commit a violent act, let alone present a danger of imminent violence.…Despite the fact that some of these games are likely to be considered 'disgusting or degrading' by certain people, neither the Supreme Court nor Sixth Circuit has ever applied the Ginsberg (obscenity) test in cases that don't involve sexually explicit material... This court finds the Ginsberg test inapplicable to the ultra-violent explicit section of the Act." 
Nintendo Posts $800 Million Profit Last Fiscal Year
Nintendo’s fiscal year ended last month with Nintendo making over $800 million dollars despite the company telling investors this would be a bad year.  This was Nintendo’s biggest profit since the release of the GameCube and Game Boy Advance in 2001.  Nintendo accounts the success with the DS, DS lite, Mario Kart DS, and many of the brain-age games.
