The E3 of yesterday is dead
The Entertainment Software Association or ESA announced early last week that the E3 trade show will be no longer be the 60,000 person event of yesterday.  The ESA has now commented that they will be having a new event called E3 Media Festival in two hotels located in the Los Angeles area.  The new event will only hold 5,000 attendees and have changed the date from May to July. ESA President Douglas Lowenstein commented that the change was due to publisher’s displeasure in the event not helping in promotion of their product.  The other reasons talked about were the amount of other events that have sprung up since the creation of E3 in 1995.
Game magazine changes its name
Ziff-Davis Game Group announced this past week that the magazine Computer Gaming World will be closing its door as they have struck a deal with Microsoft to start a new magazine, Games for Windows: The Official Magazine.  This partnership comes after recent reports that Ziff Davis has been having some cash flow problems.  The editors of the former magazine promised its readers that it would not be influenced by the new partnership and start the new magazine as of this November.
PSP game leaked on torrent sites
Sony receives the same wrath that brought suffering to the Half-Life 2 and Doom 3 teams this last week as the internal beta for Sony’s imminent PSP game Gangs of London was leaked onto the web through torrent sites.  Sony commented on the leaked by stating that the game is not complete and has not gone through the Quality Assurance tests.   

Minnesota judge cans game law
As video game laws are signed, video game laws are found unconstitutional as U.S. District Judge James M. Rosenbaum announced this last week that a law fining kids who purchase mature games was not constitutional.  This comes after 5 other state and city laws being found unconstitutional and 3 other lawsuits being filed in California, Louisiana, and Oklahoma by the ESA over their constitutionality.
