Reveloution will be 2 and ½ times faster than the GameCube
Many third party developers are spilling the beans about the Revolution this week.  One developer told the gameindustry.biz web site that the Revolution is 2½ times faster than the gamecube, will be using 4.7 GB discs, and 96 MB of RAM. Developers are fine with the system.  "You can basically treat it like a current generation machine," one developer said. "The time it'll take to ramp up to developing on this is basically nil - we can just work on a PC or maybe an Xbox, and then improve the quality of our assets when we move to the Revolution. Or even work on a Cube, in fact. The libraries are very similar." another developer commented, “We could do a game for this in a few months, developing games is going to be easy, the challenge is going to be using the controller properly."  The system will have 512 MB of memory for downloadable content from Nintendo. The biggest speculation will be the point for the system.  Some developers have place the system at $99 - $150.
Best Buy apologizes about alleged Xbox 360 problems
Best Buy President of Retail in North America Brian Dunn apologized this week to customers who were taken advantage of on launch day by certain Best Buy franchises.
In his comments, he apologized about how some Best Buy employees pressured customers into buying Xbox 360 accessories before they could purchase the Xbox 360.  Some employees would not let people purchase the systems without the purchase of accessories.  Best Buy will refund any unnecessary items purchased.
