Microsoft’s iPod Killer will play games
Microsoft this week made their iPod killer codename “Argo” public this week with the new name “Zune”.  Zune, who is being headed by J Allard, not only has wi-fi capabilities, play audio and video, but also will be able to play games as well.  In an interview I had with Seattle Times columnist Briar Dudley, he told me that the games could possibly be from the Xbox Live Arcade but will definitely be used to show off the XNA framework and the Live Anywhere capabilities. Take-Two being investigated by the SEC
The US Securities and Exchange Commissions this week went ahead and started investigating Take-Two interactive for their use of stock options from 1997 to present.
