Nintendo Gets New American President
Nintendo announced on Friday that Reggie Fils-Aimes former Executive Vice President of Sales and Marketing has now become the President and Chairman Operating Officer for Nintendo of America.  This move leaves former president Tatsumi Kimishima to become chairman of the board and CEO of Nintendo of America. Kimishima became the president of Nintendo of America in January of 2002.  In the press release, Prior to joining Nintendo, Reggie served as senior vice president of marketing at VH1. He also has held key marketing positions with Guinness Import Co., Derby Cycle Corp., Pizza Hut, Panda Management Co. and Procter & Gamble. We want to congratulate Reggie on the announcement.
Nintendo Wii’s price rumors get smaller
Nintendo kept its name in the news this week by also stating that the Nintendo Wii will be sold for under 25,000 yen which equals about $222 in the states.  This information comes from a fiscal statement by Nintendo to the Osaka Securities Exchange.  The company also stated that they expect to sell 6 million Wii systems and 17 million Wii games by the end of March 2007
Upgrades to Xbox 360 Marketplace next week
Microsoft has taken much of the problems received on their websites from gamers and is now updating things in the marketplace.  First, you can download up to six items of marketplace material at a time.  Second, active downloading so you may be able to watch your videos as they are still being downloaded.  Third, you will now have the chance to go to the dashboard when you start the Xbox 360 instead of going straight into the game.  Next, marketplace material will be downloaded in the background while playing your game as long as you are not using Live.  If you are using Live, your downloads are paused.  And finally, Microsoft cleaned up the menu selections to allow players easier access to demos, movies, themes, and other material.  The download will be out next week and on some Xbox 360 games released in the near future for those not online. Check the link for pictures and more info from IGN.com
